This is the Highway 101 / Minnetonka Blvd storm 
water entry point on the Reed Property. 

Entering storm water washes to the  top right as it 
enters the lake and traverses through the cattails.

The storm water makes its way through all these cattails and into the lake, the ice trail shows its path as 
the lake level is down about 34”. We are standing at the edge of the cattails line . The muck is at least 10 
feet deep before you hit the sandy gravel bottom.  There was about 2-3 inches of sediment ice before 
the sediment sampler could used to retrieve a sediment sample at the 2 and 4 foot depths. 
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
